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USDA Deputy Secretary Moseley Meets with FLP Leaders – 1


San Francisco, CA (September 4, 2001) - Jim Moseley, USDA Deputy Secretary, Washington, DC, met with Food, Land & People (FLP) leaders and volunteers while in California recently.  

FLP’s vision and progress, Moseley acknowledged, to educate today’s youth on the importance of the interrelationship between our environment and agriculture – our food and fiber production, sustainability, and human needs is admirable.  

Food, Land & People, a nonprofit organization, provides educators with high quality, balanced and easily integrated classroom materials focusing on the complexity and interdependence of agricultural, environmental, economic and cultural issues.  Nearly 12,000 teachers are presently using Food, Land & People’s (FLP’s) lessons with 300,000 or more students.  The FLP educational materials were released in 1998 and updates include 20 lessons translated into Spanish.    

Martha Madden, Washington, DC, co-chair of Food, Land & People’s Board of Governors, says FLP is committed to helping people of all ages.  Our focus, she continues, has been on Pre-Kindergarten through 12th grade educators and students.  We are, however, also working toward a World Learning Center to be located at the Presidio of San Francisco.  This center, she says, “will provide a unique combination of educational services and activities, and will be complimentary to both Food, Land & People’s USA Program and International Program.
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
